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 This month we did something different. Usually we 
have had our Health Fairs in Loreto, or we’ve gone to a 
town or village within a 3 hour drive of Loreto. But this 
month we wanted to reach out to a village we can’t take 
our mobile dental trailer to -‘Agua Verde’ is a fishing 
village south of Loreto, about one hour by highway and 
then another hour, off from the highway - through the 
mountains, along a very narrow, windy, rocky and dirt 
road.  There is a church in Agua Verde, so we asked 
Pastor Leobardo if the people from his village would 
come up to the highway - and he thought they would...    
 At the turnoff from the highway there’s a restaurant 
and so that is where we held our Heath Fairs - and the 
people did come!  In fact, we had to turn people away 
the first day, because we could not handle the crowds. 
 Several things we very interesting this weekend. We 
tested about 80 people for diabetes, and found that 29 
had diabetes - that’s over 36%... And of those tested 3 
had ‘high’ blood sugar readings, and 6 had ‘very high’ 
blood sugar readings. One man just couldn’t understand 
why - ‘Raul’ said he exercises a lot, and tries to watch 
his diet. But Lorraine explained to him that Diabetes II 
is caused by other factors as well - for example: stress, 
and then unfortunately some people (and this is true for 
many Mexicans), they have an inherited predisposition 
toward Diabetes... ‘Raul’ was in tears… 
 It’s difficult!  These people do not have easy access 
to stores and markets; and even when they are able to 
buy fresh fruit and vegetable they don’t have electricity 
- so they can’t keep things fresh…   
 Also the people in these villages have not received 
the education necessary to help them live with diseases 
like Diabetes; and medicines are only available in the 
big towns, and when people from these small villages 
do come to the larger towns and cities for their medical 
needs, they are often treated with discrimination…

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 So we’d like to go back to ‘Agua Verde’- in fact to go  
right into the town, and teach them more about Diabetes - 
what they can do to avoid this disease and how they  
can manage themselves if they have it. So pray for  
us as we try to develop a program that can help these 
‘uneducated’ people - a program that can be adapted  
to the foods they have available to them, etc. 
 Another interesting thing this weekend: We were  
told in advance the owners of the restaurant where we  
held our Health Fairs were not just ‘unbelievers’ but they  
were ‘anti-Christian’. We were thankful they had allowed  
us to use their restaurant for our Health Fairs and prayed  
that we’d be a special blessing to them in some way this 
weekend… Well we found out they’d been ‘turned-off’  
from Christianity by some ‘hard-sell’ preaching by people 
whose lives did not measure up, but as they watched us this 
weekend they heard of and saw ‘a different Christianity’, and 
they were impressed! - So much so they gave us an invitation 
to bring our Health Fairs again to their restaurant and to  
show them more of what ‘our Christianity’ is all about... 
 It’s Easter; so my message this weekend was all about  
God’s order in creation, (which the owners overheard). The  
seed of the apple (for example), is deep within the apple. We 
really enjoy eating the apple, but the seed when planted gives 
birth to something greater - a tree.  So too we’ll die, but we’ll 
also live again. I then explained the importance of Jesus’ 
death; and that His resurrection is not just proof that He  
was ‘super-human’ but proof there really is life beyond  
the grave. (I Cor. 15...) ‘Life’ is therefore not just in the  
‘eating of the apple’ but it’s in the ‘planting of our seed’.  
What kind of life we will be resurrected to depends upon  
what we believe and how we live now! This life is preparation 
for something much greater! - that’s the purpose of ‘the seed’. 
So I asked, “What are you doing with your ‘seed’?” 
 Please pray for us as we continue to minister in  
various ways to the people of Baja Sur. Thank you!

Pastor Leobardo and another man from his church gave out many tracts, Gospels of John, New Testaments and Bibles... 

Lorraine also conducted a children’s ministry to the few children who came…, and they really appreciated it...
