WEEKENDER TEAM – April 23 -26, 2010  

 We were  so glad to have on our Team this month, 
people coming again from the US and Canada…  Suzy 
Lahitte flew her plane from San Diego, bringing Pastor 
Mark Menacher; and Fred & Rosella Sawatzky were on 
the Baja with four others (Lorne, Bev, Lavina and Erna), 
and they stopped to join us in Mulegé as well - in fact 
they stayed for an extra couple of days after our Health 
Fairs to do some plumbing and to pour cement floors in 
the Pastor’s house, and to teach some of the ladies in 
their church: sewing, crocheting, etc.  It really was a 
wonderful weekend of varied ministries! 
 Remarkable! Rosella's mother Erna, is probably the 
one who has come the furthest ever to participate in any 
of our Health Fairs, (as well as to do other ministry while 
here on the Baja...).  Erna lives in Paraguay, and flew to 
Vancouver, BC, so that she could then drive with her 
daughter down to Mulegé for this weekend - that’s a 
trip of about 8,500 miles to get to Mulegé… WOW! 
 We welcome people to join with us from wherever, 
and if they’d like to stay longer than just a weekend… 
 Each month we try to tell you something else about 
our Health Fairs…, and after you’ve read many of our 
Reports, then you’ll have a better/fuller picture of what 
we do, what we encounter, and what are the challenges 
and the blessings, etc.  This month I’d like to give you 
a little information about the hospitals here, and some-
thing about the people we minister to.  First let me say 
that the hospitals are getting better - nicer facilities and 
more equipment, etc.  In fact, the government has even 
set up good training programs to be taught to the people 
but we do not find these programs being implemented. 
And while they may have more equipment, they do not 
have the needed supplies for such, or there is maybe a 
lack of specialists to operate the equipment. Mexico is 
certainly trying..., but still struggling...   
 On Saturday, a lady in her 40’s came to our Health 
Fair and we discovered her blood sugar reading was 

 

over 500; so we took her to the hospital where they  
gave her an injection…  But they had only one test strip 
for their glucose machine; so we gave them more strips 
and lent them one of our machines. They then tested the 
lady again but her blood sugar level had not come  
down much; so they put her on an intravenous drip,  
and after 3 hours her level was down to 250 so they  
let her go home.  On Sunday she came back to our  
Health Fair, but again her reading was over 500; so  
we again took her back to the local hospital - and  
they repeated everything, and then we took her home… 
 This lady is typical of many in our area: her lifestyle, 
her beliefs, and her medical condition - although her 
medical condition is worse than most - but it’s because of 
her lifestyle and beliefs. What is so typical?  First, she’s 
been a serious drug user; she has 3 children - one is in 
prison, and two are on drugs - along with other family 
members. And she’s convinced some doctors that she’s 
schizophrenic, when she’s likely not.  (She falls back into 
drugs, sexual promiscuity, etc., but then says she doesn’t 
know what she’s been doing...) And this is as a result  
of her beliefs...  Like most here, these people have a 
‘fatalistic outlook’ on life - that is, they believe they  
can’t change anything about their lives.  What will be, 
will be!  Therefore, they do not understand or accept 
‘responsibility’, or believe they can change…  We teach 
them healthy habits, and about Christ...; but often they 
struggle to really believe that life can be different; that 
life can be better; that Jesus can really change things. 
 Please pray: for us as we care for people; helping 
them to experience the love of Jesus, and as we present  
to them the message of salvation.  Pray they will read  
and understand the Gospels of John and all the tracts  
they have been given.  And pray for the Pastors and  
those in the church, as they follow-up those who came  
to our Health Fairs. And thank you again too for all your 
prayers and support - helping to make this all happen.
