 This Weekender Team began with a challenge — a 
problem had developed between some of the people 
who were to join the Team for the weekend and there-
fore it was going to be difficult for them to participate 
together...  So we prayed about it…, and let me just 
say that the Lord intervened and worked things out in 
a beautiful way..., and everyone that was to participate 
came, and everything turned out very good!  PTL! 
 It really is wonderful to see such victories and such 
growth in our team participant’s lives before, during, 
and following our Weekender Teams — this is a great 
ministry in so many ways! (Thank you for your prayers!) 
 Lorraine and I drove the Mobile Dental trailer to La 
Paz (7 hours) on Thursday and visited with friends...; 
then on Friday we drove about 1½ hours to Melitón 
Albáñez.  Friday night others arrived, and together we 
worked on setting things up..., before enjoying tamales 
together. There are no hotels in Melitón, so some slept 
in a shelter/building on site, and Lorraine & Don slept 
in the Mobile Dental trailer — in fact this was the 
arrangement for those staying in Melitón for the whole 
weekend.  (Others who lived in La Paz went home…) 
 In addition to the 30 people from the Church in 
Melitón, we had another 20 people come out from La 
Paz to help with our Health Fair on Saturday, and then 
another 19 people came out on Sunday.  So we really 
had a great team of workers both days! And as a result 
those who came to receive help from the doctors, etc. 
were very impressed not only with the medical, dental, 
and optical services they received, but also with the 
care and attention they received by so many people — 
they experienced the love of Jesus in action!  It really 
was great! 
 Saturday, after the Health Fair, the local church put 
on a special evening concert of music with a special 
singing group, and then one of the young men (in his 
20’s), gave a very clear Gospel message.  There was 
then prayer, and 10 people raised their hands to show 
their first-time acceptance of Jesus Christ as Savior.  

Then in the spirit of the moment, the young preacher  
said, that in the Bible it tells us that there is rejoicing in 
heaven when people repent and accept Jesus Christ as 
Savior, and therefore he asked the audience to join the 
heavenly fiesta that was already in progress because of 
what was taking place in these people’s lives.  The  
worship/singing group then broke into song..., the  
audience started clapping..., and then some began to  
dance...  It was a fabulous end to the first day of our 
Health Fairs of this weekend. 
 Another encouraging thing this weekend was to  
see some of the people who had come to our Health Fairs 
when we were in this same church two years ago.  This  
was evidenced by the blankets we had given to some of  
the young mothers at that time — four of these mothers 
were back, bringing their babies wrapped in those same 
orange blankets, which said one side in English and on  
the other side in Spanish, ‘Jesus love’s me’.   
 As we began on Saturday Don gave a message about the 
responsibility we have to teach people all that Jesus  
taught..., and to teach it in such a way that people’s  
lives would be totally changed — so that they would  
become disciples of Jesus, and to do this throughout  
the world.  (Matthew 28)  On Sunday, Don gave a  
message about our need to always keep connected  
with Jesus so that our work yields lasting fruit. (John 15)  
Don also made reference to Paul’s second letter to the 
Corinthians (ch.5) where he said we are Ambassadors  
for Christ..., and we have all been given the ministry of 
reconciliation...  Don said again and again, ’we must not 
loose our focus’!  He encouraged everyone to smile, talk 
with people, share Jesus Christ... He loves and cares  
for us: body, soul and spirit. As a result, several on  
the team came forward to mention how much these  
messages and this weekend had meant to them…   
Some said they were the fruit from our work two  
years ago, others said they would not loose their  
focus in the days ahead… And as a further result  
many people accepted Christ as Savior this weekend.   
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This is the Church in Meliton — just a roof and a few small buildings... ...and we parked our mobile dental trailer in front... 

Don gave messages to all the workers at the start of each day... ...and we prayed for the Lord to bless everyone, and He did…! 

A couple of ladies from the church are ready at our Reception table…, and the ladies are ready to take blood pressure/sugar as well... 
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People are starting to come to the Reception Table, where they 
will all register to see one of our 5 doctors..., or 3 dentists…,  

or register to get a pair of reading and/or distance glasses.  

At the Reception Table we see a lady holding her baby  
in one of the orange blankets we gave out  

here in Melitón two years ago... 

Many people think their tiredness or lack of energy is just due to age, but they find out at our Health Fairs that they have diabetes.  
At this station we also have a display book to show them what to eat and how to take care of themselves if they have diabetes.   

Also some people think they need glasses, but find out the blurriness in their vision is due to high blood pressure... 

People are interested in knowing their height and weight.  It is sometimes fun to play 
with the scales..., or to ask them to frown when we take their height - then we ask if we  
can take their height again, with them smiling - and they are a little taller... Interesting! 

We also  give away Gospels of John, New 
Testaments, Bibles, tracts, etc., and we 
have a Table & Rack to display them... 

People waiting to see one of the doctors…  Notice there is a man in each picture talking 
with these people.  He is explaining the love of Jesus to them, telling them why we put 
on these ‘free’ Health Fairs, and asking if they would like someone to pray for them... 

There is also someone from the local 
Church at our Table & Rack to cheerfully 
greet people and to give them something... 
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People are waiting to see one of our doctors…, and here we see one lady  
praying for one of the visitors, one young man talking to a man who has been  
reading the Gospel of John, and another man looking for the next person that  

he will talk to...  In the center picture one of the ladies on the team,  
just took it upon herself to sit and talk to some children... 

We gave away free ‘folic acid’ pills - it  
is good for pregnant moms.  As well, 
people are told in Mexico that it will  
prevent Alzheimers, so we gave it  
to everyone over  18 years old...

At the Health Fairs this weekend, we gave away a lot of free medicine...  Usually Lorraine and I bring a small supply of medicines  
to give away, (just because we are limited financially)..., but the people from La Paz that are connected with this Church talked  
to a Christian Pharmacist from La Paz, and he brought out and donated a truck full..., so we were able to give away $800 (US)  

worth of medicines this weekend.  What a blessing to the people of Melitón who have no Pharmacy in their small town... 
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Here we are set up under the trees on the Church site, helping people with 
glasses. We have reading glasses and distance glasses that we give away... 

Gabriel is seen here helping an older man: First Gabriel asks him to read  
John 3:16, and then he asks him if it is clear or not - first, “Is it clear for  
your eyes…?”  Then he asks, “Is what you read, clear to your heart…?” 

Inside the dental trailer, you can see two 
patients (2 chairs), and the two dentists and 

the assistant that were helping on Sunday... 

People waiting outside our mobile dental 
trailer, and being taught by a young  
lady (left) the message of salvation... 

Dr. Esther and her assistant were with us 
on Saturday... (Esther is the wife of the 
Pastor from the church in La Paz that  
many of our the workers came from  
this weekend.  Esther also leads the  

School of Evangelism in their church.) 

On Saturday we had a surprise visit from the government…  Josephina Cota Cota is  
the Senator for Baja Sur in the federal government of Mexico.  She is seen in our  
mobile dental trailer with other doctors who were also helping us on Saturday... 

Senadora Cota gave a public message of 
thanks to us, and then we all thanked her 
for coming, and then we prayed for her... 
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Children are the future…  We have a great time with them, and they have a great time in the program  
Lorraine puts together — teaching them how to live healthy lives — physically and spiritually...
