 Our week began in La Paz, 5 hours south of Loreto -  
we were there for another Immigration appointment to 
obtain the annual renewal of the documents needed to 
do ministry in Mexico.  This renewal process started 
last October, and this was the last appointment needed 
to renew our ‘FM3 - Cultos Religioso’, so we now have 
our documents in hand once again — Praise the Lord! 
 While in La Paz, we were on local television with 
our core Team members, being interviewed about what 
we do.  Please pray with us that as a result of this one 
hour TV program that other Mexican Christians will 
want to join us in this wonderful ministry.  
 We also went to see an Ophthalmologist while we 
were in La Paz because Lorraine was having a few 
problems...  He then called into his office a ‘retina 
specialist/surgeon’, and they determined that Lorraine 
needed ‘laser treatment/surgery’ to prevent her retina 
from detaching.  So this was performed last Tuesday — 
and all went well…  Praise the Lord!  But we’ve been 
counseled that Lorraine can no longer bend over from 
the waist or lift heavy things — this will therefore limit 
her activities in many ways, including her involvement 
in our children’s ministries...  So please pray with us 
that we’ll find others to do our children’s ministries, 
while Lorraine becomes more involved in other areas.  
  There were two people going to fly to Loreto for 
this Weekender Team, but due to weather conditions in 
San Diego they were unable to come.  However a 
couple of people from the local church were able to 
help with the taking of blood sugar and blood pressure 
readings, so that was great!  But we were in a small 
church, and it was impossible to find others to help in 
the other aspects of the ministry…, so we were some 
what limited…  Therefore another prayer request is 
that we would have more people coming on these 
Teams each month...  
 Thank you so much for your prayers! - not only for 
the items mentioned, but for every aspect of this work... 

 Many people at our Health Fairs this weekend  
were interested in just hearing the simple message of 
salvation.  There were not many who prayed to receive 
Christ, but many were impressed with the love of Jesus 
they experienced while being treated by our doctors, 
dentists, and eye specialists — and they said so…!   
This led them to ask questions about what and why  
we do what we do at our Health Fairs… 
 One lady had a son who had recently been killed  
in an accident just 6 days earlier; and another ladies  
son had been killed in Tijuana just 2 months ago…   
Both of these ladies were hurting, and appreciated the 
love that was expressed to them and the counsel they 
were given. One man had recently returned to his family 
after having been gone for 23 years — and it’s been a 
difficult adjustment for everyone to make… 
 In every case, we did not just meet the physical need 
or desires but we addressed their emotional and spiritual 
needs as well.  Many ‘seeds’ were planted — people 
were given the Gospel of John, and tracts too; and  
they were each one prayed for individually and 
personally. Please pray that many of these people  
will remember the love they were shown and the 
message they were told. Pray that many will turn 
their lives over to Jesus Christ as a result... 
 Sunday, Don preached at the church service from 
Matthew 4:18-22, where Jesus called out, “Follow  
me and I will make you fishers of men...”  It was an 
encouraging message, but also a challenging message.  
There were several people in this small church who are 
Christians, but who do very little to share their faith in 
Christ with others.  This is NOT God’s purpose for our 
lives!  Rather we are ALL to be “fishers of men...!”  
This is not the responsibility of just some Christians,  
but it is every Christian’s responsibility! — this 
was the message. Please pray with us that they  
will now ‘water’ the ‘seeds’ that were planted,  
as mentioned above and that fruit will come... 



People  arrived early Saturday morning…   When we arrived we then had them all line up outside the church…, for registration... 

We unpacked the supplies from our trailer, with the help of some of the local people as well as from our team and their children… 

People then came into the church to register with Betsy or Pastora Reina, for which doctor, dentist, etc. they would like to see... 
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People waiting around the entrance to the building for their turn to see a doctor, or the dentist, or to get glasses, etc... 

Armando takes height, weight & blood pressure, while Jethro (a one-day want-to-be doctor), helps Yareli take blood sugar readings... 
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The building next door to the church was used as our clinic location for the weekend.  We had two doctors in consultation rooms, 
and used the open area to dispense glasses.  This building and the house next door to it have been built by a dentist friend  

who lives in Tecate, Mexico but it is all currently unoccupied.  The hope is that one day a missionary couple will move here  
to Insurgentes.  Please pray with us all, that someone will one day come to this community as a full-time missionary...
