The mobile dental unit has
been in use several times
already this year. As we
have written before the
MDU continues to be a
toolto bring people to out-
reach events. Afterthey
receive care for their physi-
calneeds we have the op-
portunity to share about
God’s love and plan for
their lives.
In early February we had a
medical/dental team from
southern California come
and serve for a weekend.
On Friday we took our
team of ‘Angels’ (Mexican
youth team) and met the
medical team for an after-
noon of care. On Saturday
we opened our mission
base for the community to
come and receive care. In
both locations the Mexican
part of the team shared
Jesus.
Then in early March we
took the MDU to Tijuana
for a day of partnership
with the Mexican churches
and medical community.
Several hundred people
were told of God’s love
and forgiveness plus had
many of their physical
needs met also.
In mid March we spent
four days in Ensenada in
partnership with a local
church and a medical team
from Oregon. Together we
were able to assist in the
ongoing ministry in some
of'the poorest areas of
Ensenada .
