WEEKENDER TEAM – March 18 -21, 2011  

 It was wonderful to have people from Canada and 
the USA joining our Team this time, because it’s great 
when we can supplement our Mexican Team with some 
from the USA and Canada.  
 Our regular Mexican Team includes each month: 
Doctora Male and her husband Gabriel, and Dentista 
Yxchel and her Assistant Gloria — all coming from La 
Paz — which is a drive of about five hours to get to 
Loreto…  And this month we also had (as we did last 
month), Doctora Sirenia, Martita, Blanca and Marta — 
also coming from La Paz.  From the USA we had Dr. 
Dave Keim (Pediatrician), his wife Jean Keim (Nurse 
Practitioner) and their son Tanner; and from Canada we 
had David and Leilani (Nurse) Ward.  So we really had 
a ‘Wonderful Team’! 
 David and Leilani came to Loreto for 3 weeks prior 
to the Health Fairs, so they could help us with several 
of our other ministries — and that was really great! 
 Dave, Jean and Tanner came to Loreto a day before 
the Health Fairs, and stayed an extra day afterwards as 
well — and that gave them time to see Loreto and to 
learn about some of our other ministries — so we really 
appreciated them coming as well!  And they had time 
to go fishing too — they caught ten ‘yellowtail’ tuna, 
and shared it with seven local pastors. 
 This weekend we were at in Insurgentes, (1½ hours 
southwest of Loreto), which is a town of about 2-3,000 
people and they have no medical or dental services in 
their town — the closest services are in Constitución, 
about 30 minutes south by car - but many of the people 
in Insurgentes do not have a car…  The pastor was so 
happy and said this weekend, that this was the first time 
a Pediatrician had come to their town, and as a result 
many young families had come to our Health Fairs; and 
the pastor was excited to welcome them and give them 
all an invitation to return to their church...

 Each month I try to tell you something more about the 
ministries of our Health Fairs — many times there are 
very encouraging things to share, and things to pray for.  
But, we also want you to know that it is not always  
easy.  For example last Friday we left early to drive  
to Insurgentes to do some extra preparation — and it  
was a good thing we left early, because one of the  
tires on our dental trailer blew and it took time to  
put on the spare...  But then on our return to Loreto  
after the weekend, another tire blew on our dental trailer 
— this time we had no spare.  So Lorraine drove Dave, 
Jean, Tanner, David and Leilani back to Loreto in our 
van, while Don stayed with the truck and trailer — and 
Don slept in the truck overnight. The next day Lorraine 
was able to have another tire mounted on a rim and then 
David, Leilani and Lorraine drove back to meet Don, 
and change the second tire, and then drive back to Loreto.  
But then we had more trouble, this time with the van — 
but thankfully several Mexican trucks stopped to help, 
and we were on our way an hour later... In each of  
these three incidents, thankfully no one was injured. 
 Also on Sunday, at the end of our Health Fairs the 
compressor for our dental equipment broke down, and 
now it needs to be replaced… 
 As noted, we often only tell you about the wonderful 
things and the blessings we have at each Health Fair, but 
there are always problems and frustrations too. But we 
also want to let you know too that the Lord has always 
been there protecting us and providing for us — this is 
truly a wonderful ministry - not only is it a blessing to 
many physically and spiritually but the Lord is looking 
after us as well. PRAISE THE LORD  FOR IT ALL!   
 Thank you also for all your prayers, and for your 
financial support — both which help to make all of this 
come together.  So again, ‘thank you!’  And we look 
forward to you joining one of our Teams soon as well.
