WEEKENDER TEAM – October 28 -31, 2011  

 WOW!  What a weekend!!!  Beyond expectations! 
 You may remember Dr. Robles, a man who worked 
with us over four years ago but then had to move away.  
Well during the three years that he did work with us, he 
really came to know what a relationship with Christ is 
all about. And his wife became a Christian also through 
our ministries; and I had the privilege of baptizing her 
here in Loreto, several years ago.  Well, we have kept 
in touch over the years, and earlier this year Dr. Robles 
asked if we could come to his church in La Paz and put 
on a weekend of Health Fairs… 
 Then just a few weeks ago we heard that Dr. Robles 
church had contacted six other churches that they work 
closely with, and invited them to also participate in this 
past weekend’s evangelistic outreach.  We also found 
out that these seven churches have a combined regular 
attendance each Sunday of about 450 people… 
 At first we were thrilled about working again with 
Dr. Robles and his wife Isis, and their church in La Paz.  
But then I became concerned.  With the promotion they 
were dong, would there be too many people that would 
come to our Health Fairs...?  Would we be able to help 
everyone...?  Would we have enough doctors, dentists, 
general helpers, etc.? 
 If you have been reading our previous reports, you 
know we usually have on average about 150 people 
attend our Health Fairs.  So we went prepared with 
supplies for 300 people.  And instead of just 1 doctor, 
we had made arrangements to have 3 doctors come…  
And our regular dentist also made arrangements to have 
additional help come…  So we thought we were ready.  
 On Thursday Don preached in the church, preparing 
everyone for a great weekend…  And on Saturday, we 
had 190 people come, and then on Sunday we had 164 
people come...  In total therefore, we had 354 people 
attend our Health Fairs this past weekend.  WOW!

 On Saturday there were only a few people that  
came at first, giving us some time to get organized for a 
larger than usual crowd.  We started with 4 chairs in our 
spiritual counseling circle, but soon had to add more -  
In fact it became a row of 7 chairs facing another 7  
chairs - counselors on one side and people seeking  
spiritual help on the other side.  And this counseling  
went on all day, and the second day the same… We 
started by keeping track of the numbers of people 
accepting Jesus as Savior, but we soon just got too  
busy to keep count.  All we know is that over 50 people 
accepted Jesus Christ as Savior this past weekend, and 
many more people shared other personal concerns for 
which they too received counseling and prayer. 
 This church really was prepared for this weekend...   
As a church, as many as could come, got together in  
the mornings at 5:00 AM to pray for this weekend.  They 
had people ready to counsel and pray with the people… 
And they also had people both Saturday and Sunday, 
working at our various stations and in the kitchen, 
providing food for all of the workers - breakfast and 
lunch both days… 
 What a weekend!  Praise be to our God!  So many 
people were blessed... 
 Thank you again too for your participation with us!  
Your prayers have been answered this weekend; and your 
financial support allowed us to purchase in advance all  
the necessary medical supplies, Bibles, New Testaments, 
glasses, etc. that we gave away… 
 Now..., please pray for the follow-up that is needed  
for all of these people to continue in their new-found 
faith.  And, please pray for us too, as we continue to 
encourage others to come along side of us, and learn of 
this great ministry. - Evangelical Health Fairs are truly a 
wonderful way to share the love of Jesus and the message 
of salvation with others.

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We had crowds of people lining up outside the church and down the street, to register for our Health Fairs this weekend... 

At our Reception Desk everyone is given a ticket to see a doctor,  
to see the dentist, and/or to have their eyes checked and then  
given reading and/or distance glasses - whatever they need… 

 

 Then after they get the tickets they will need..., they have their  
height and weight recorded, their blood pressure read,  

and their blood sugar taken… 
 

Next they’ll move to a waiting area where they can read the  
Gospel of John they’ve been given, or pick up a tract to read...   

While waiting they’ll watch us too and see how we treat and care for 
people - they’ll see us sharing the ‘love of Jesus’ with others.    

It is all very impactful! - it’s preparation for them, so that when  
it’s their turn, they’ll receive the message of salvation...

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Isis uses the Gospel of John, helping a lady with reading 
glasses…, while Jon records everything...

Our counseling station started with 2 counselors and one man seeking the Lord…, but we soon needed more chairs... 

Then there were 7 counselors and 6-7 people being counseled…, and more people accepting the Lord at the front of the church...  
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Lorraine teaches the children how to wash their hands, and many other things, and then gives a correlating Biblical messages... 

Lorraine teaches them how to brush their teeth, and then they play games that reinforce healthy habits and scriptural truths... 

Each child is then asked a question based upon the lessons…, and then they are given a gift bag of personal hygiene items... 

All of these children are so precious! 
 

Yes it is stressful to control these  
busy kids and to teach them,  
but we are thankful for the  
help we had this weekend.
